Students will assemble as a First World War Australian platoon, wearing
authentic uniforms and carrying authentic equipment, and march out
into the killing fields of Passchendaele, following the same route as
Australian soldiers who attacked here on October 4th, 1917.

Each student will adopt the identity of an Australian soldier who took
part in the battle, and will learn more about their experiences of battle
with every step. Late in the day the group will reach Tyne Cot Cemetery,
where they will learn the fate of the soldier they have been following —

a confronting and emotional experience.

In keeping with the experience, each ‘soldier’ will receive an authentic
hot lunch of corned beef, identical to the food served to Australian
soldiers in 1917. They will also visit the outstanding Passchendaele 1917
Museum to learn more about the battle and the men who fought in it.

Life at the Front is a living history program that adopts a multi-discipline
approach including history, geography of landscape, literature, technical
education and ethics.
